SPRING-FED LAKE:  Baldwin is a spring-fed lake because it receives water from ground water sources.   When 
you are swimming and notice cold, localized areas or areas around the edges in winter that remain open, it is most 
likely water flowing in.  Lakes also lose water to ground water sources.  Most lakes have both.  Precipitation can 
cause the amount in or out to change significantly.  Let this serve as a reminder to use fertilizers on the lawn that 
do not contain phosphorous that will contaminate the lake. 
 

LAKE TURNING OVER:   I have been told our lake turns over twice every year.  What does this mean?  Liter-
ally, it means that the top is colder than the bottom.  39.2 degrees Fahrenheit is the densest water, so the frozen 
water that is 32 degrees will flip with the bottom.  This usually happens in the spring and fall.  Bowl shaped lakes 
turn over more easily than oxbow lakes.  Turnover is good because it brings up nutrients from the bottom to re-
feed the lake
